Film Independent s Screenwriters Lab is an intensive seven-week program running two evenings a week in Los Angeles
in July and August 2008. The Lab is designed to help screenwriters improve their craft, develop their voice as writers,
and take their current scripts to the next level. During the Lab, Fellows receive feedback on their scripts from the Lab
instructor, outside advisors, and the other writers in the program.

Film Independent is looking for well-written, compelling, independent screenplays that have gone through at least one
complete draft yet are nonetheless not fully polished. The Lab is structured to support writers who are still creatively
engaged in the writing of the script and are at the point where they would welcome and bene t from feedback and
discussion about their work. A maximum of ten projects are selected for the lab. Writers are accepted into the program
to work on the speci c screenplay with which they apply. Writing partners are welcome to apply as teams.

A secondary goal of the program is to help advance the careers of the Lab Fellows by introducing them to Im
professionals who can advise them on both the craft and business of screenwriting. Lab Fellows have one-on-one
meetings with established screenwriters, producers, and other industry professionals who act as advisors on the
participant s projects.

Upside of Anger), Scott Frank (The Lookout, Minority Report), Rian Johnson (Brick, The Brothers Bloom), Jeff Kleeman
